On the institution of medal “The Phenomenon of Life”

 in memory of Vladimir I. Korogodin
        The medal “The Phenomenon of Life” after Vladimir I. Korogodin for young scientists who study areas of genetics, radiobiology, radioecology and theoretical biology is instituted by the Scientific Society “Biosphere and Humanity” after N.W. Timofeeff-Ressovsky in memory of the prominent scientist, a follower of N.W. Timofeeff-Ressovsky, Vladimir Ivanovich Korogodin.  

 
Investigations of Professor, Doctor of Biological Sciences V.I. Korogodin (1929–2005) published in 250 scientific papers (including 8 monographs), were devoted to post-radiation recovery, mutagenesis, quantity radiobiology, the role of genome in evolution, radiocapacity of ecosystems, information as the phenomenon of life. These works together with his discovery “The Feature of Cells to Recover from Lethal Damages Induced by Ionizing Irradiations” registered officially in the State register in 1972 play a significant role in the development of radiobiological investigations in the USSR/Russia, including the Institute of Medical Radiology of the Academy of Medical Sciences, the USSR, the All-Union Scientific-Research Institute of Genetics and Selection of microorganisms, the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research. 
      V.I. Korogodin was full member of the Russian Academy of Natural Sciences, the New-York Academy of Sciences, member of the All-Union Society of geneticists and selectionists after N.I. Vavilov, member of the Russian Society of Radiobiologists, member of the International Union of Radioecology, one of the founders and an active member of the Scientific Society “Biosphere and Humanity” after N.W. Timofeeff-Ressovsky. He was one of the first scientists who was awarded the medal “Biosphere and Humanity” after N.W. Timofeeff-Ressovsky

The Medal “The Phenomenon of Life” after V.I. Korogodin is awarded annually on the basis of the decision of a board formed by the Society of competent home and foreign scientists on the results of the competition of scientific-research studies of young scientists. The necessary condition for participation in the competition is the presence of the Ph.D academic degree, continuation of scientific investigations after the defence of the Thesis in the territory of the former USSR during three years and limited by age of a competitor of 35. Criteria for the medal awarding are scientific novelty and actuality of solved problems in the area of mutation process, radiobiology, evolution theory, radioecology and theoretical biology. Decision on the medal awarding is declared in January. Together with medal, a money prize is presented; the value of it will be determined annually.
